There was a questions about signage on side of building.  This would need architectural approval by the Creekside board  as well as bylaws check - probably would not work well. 

Creekside management and board will look into “hornet” problem for the spring.  Hornets nest and we may have to plug up holes.

Phil Mills will take care of this problem.

Parking signage discussion.  It may take a change in the declaration.  It might be possible to have parking sign and arrows under the main Creekside Sign.

Most of the bathroom leakage problems were taken care of.

C-5 still has a bathroom leak and tiles to be replaced.

Marcan Lancscaping – will do “walk’around” at the April board meeting and ask for ideas on flowers/bushes to add color.
